Moment in the history of
St. Rose of Lima Church

The first priest from St. Rose of Lima  Parish  
was    Fr. Raymond Brown, S.S. who was  
ordained on May 23, 1953 in the   
Church/Auditorium by  Archbishop            
Joseph P. Hurley.
 
 Fr. Brown was a renowned biblical scholar  
and author.   Joseph Ratzinger, later               
Pope Benedict XVI, was personally  
complimentary of Fr. Brown and his  
scholarship, and said that he “would be very  
happy if we had many exegetes like Father  
Brown”.
 
For the St. Rose of Lima 25th  
Anniversary,    Fr. Brown wrote “Throughout  
my priesthood I have always thought of St.  
Rose as home”.
 
Fr. Brown died suddenly on August 8, 1998,  
just two months before he was scheduled to  
be the guest homilist at St. Rose’s 50th  
Anniversary Mass.
