This Epiphany, let us remember that our stewardship is a    
response to God’s call to be caretakers of His creation and to 
serve one another.  Whether it is through sharing our financial 
resources, offering our time in service to the Church and the 
community, or using our talents to help others, we are invited 
to follow the example of the wise men, who sought the light of 
Christ and brought their best giȅs to honor Him. 
 
“…They prostrated themselves and did him homage.  Then 
they opened their treasures and offered him giƚs of gold, 
frankincense and myrrh.”  (Matthew 2:11) 
 
 
What giȅs do you give to the Lord?  Pope St. Gregory said that 
these three giȅs represent what we should give God every 
day.  Gold – we should reflect Christ’s wisdom in all our        
relationships.  Frankincense –  represents our daily prayer and 
adoration to God.  Myrrh – is a symbol of our daily sacrifices 
that we unite with Jesus for the sake of others.
