In the light of this sacred moment, we are reminded 
of our own baptism, through which we are claimed 
by God as His beloved children. Baptism not only 
cleanses us of sin but also  commissions us to live as 
stewards of the giȅs God has  entrusted to us. 
 
“John answered them all, ‘I baptize you with wa-
ter; but he who is mightier than I is coming…he 
will baptize you with the Holy Spirit...” (LUKE 3:16) 
 
The Catholic Catechism states that “Jesus’              
immersion in the water is a sign for all human       
beings of the need to die to  themselves to do God’s 
will. As baptized Catholics, there is only one giȅ we 
need to give to Jesus: the giȅ of ourselves.
